LEGO	is	already	used	as	a	tool	in	business	environments	with	the	goal	to	resolve	challenges	and	to	map	out	complicated	
strategic	decisions.	We	use	LEGO	as	a	co-creation	method	to	express	feelings	and	ideas.	By	building	LEGO	models,	
people	associate	metaphors	to	it	and	the	storytelling	begins,	which	is	more	powerful	than	just	talking.	This	hands-on	
workshop	is	inspired	by	LEGO	Serious	Play	principles	but	draws	elements	from	various	other	methodologies	as	well,	this	
way	providing	a	unique	LEGO	experience.	The	workshop	offers	participants	the	possibility	to	build	up	something	
together,	to	be	creative,	to	share	ideas	and	thoughts,	to	play	and	to	discuss	serious	topics	along	the	way.
